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Rul.e 41 
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All shall be held by secret ballot unless otherwise decided by the 

Conference. 

Rule 42 

1. When one person or one delegation is to be elected and no candidate 

obtains a majority of votes of the representatives present and voting in the.first 

ballot, a second ballot restricted to the two candidates obtaining the largest 

number of votes shall be taken. If, in the second ballot, the votes are equally 

divided, the President shall decide between the candidates by drawing lots. 

2. In the case a tie in the first ballot among three or more candidates 

obtaining thE? number of votes, a second ballot shall be held·. If a tie · 

r esults among more than two candidates, their number shall be reduced to two by 

lot, and the balloting, restricted to them, shall continue in accordance with the 

preceding paragraph. 

Rule 43 

When two more elective places are to be filled at one time under the same 

conditions, thos-e· obtaining a majority of votes of re:presentatives 

present and voting in the first ballot shall be elected . If the number of 

candidates obtaining such majority is less than the number persons or delegations 

to be elected, there shall be additional ballots to fill the remaining places. The 

voting, however, shall be restricted to the candidates obtaining the greatest 

number of votes in .the previous .ballot, to a number not more than twiee the places 

remaiJling to be filled,. provided that after the. third incor,clusive ballot votes may 

be cast for any person or delegation. If .three such unrestricted. ballots 

are inconclusive, the next three ballots shall be to the candidates who 

obtained the greatest number of votes in the third of the unrestricted ballots, 

to a number not more than twice the places remaining to be filled. The three 

ballots thereafter shall be unrestricted, and so on, until all the places have 

been filled. 
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Equally divided votes 

Rule 44 

If a vote is equally divided on matters other than elections, the proposal 

shall be regarded as rejected, 

CHAPTER VII 

COMMITTEES 

Creation of committees 

Rule 45 

In addition to the General Committee and the Credentials Committee, the 

Conference shall establish two or more Main Committees as it deems necessary for 

the performance of its functions. Each committee m~ set up sub-committees or 

working groups. 

Representation on Hain Committees 

Rule 46 

Each State participating in the Conference may be represented by one 

representative on each Main Committee, It may assign to these Committees such 

alternate representatives and advisers as may be required. · 

Draftipg Committee 

Rule 47 

The Conference may appoint, on the proposal of the General Committee, a 

Drafting Committee. This Committee shall give advice on drafting as requested by 

other committees and by the Conference and shall co-ordinate and review the 

drafting of all texts adopted. 
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1. The General Committee may meet from time to time to review the progress 

of the Conference and its committees and to make recommendations for furthering 

such progress. It shall also meet at such other times as the President deems 

neces~ary or upon the request of any other of its members. 

2. Questions affecting the co-ordination of their work may be referred by 

other committees to the General Committee, which may make such arrangements as it 

thinks fit, including the holding of joint meetings of committees or sub-committees 

and the establishment of joint working groups. The General Committee shall appoint, 

or arrange for the appointment of, the chairman of any such joint body. 

Officers 

Rule 49 

Except in the case of the General Committee, each committee and sub-committee 

shall elect its own officers. 

Quorum 

Rule 50 

A majority of the representatives on a committee or sub-committees shall 

constitute a quorum. 

Officers, conduct of business and voting in committees 

Rule 51 

The rules contained in chapters II, V and VI above shall be applicable, 

mutatis mutandis, to the proceedings of committees and sub-committees, except that 

decisions of committees and sub-committees shall be taken by a majority of the 

representatives present and voting. In the case of a reconsideration of proposals 

or amendments, however, the majority required shall be that established by rule 32. 
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- CHAPTER VIII 

LANGUAGES AND RECORDS 

Official and working languages 

Rule 52 

.-.· 

Chinese, English, French, Russian and Spanish shall be .the official languages 

of the Conference. English, French, Russian and Spanish shall be working l~guages. 

Interpretat,ion from an official language 

Rule 53 

Speeches made in any of the official languages shall be interprted into the 

other official languages. 

Interpretation from other languages 

Rule 54 

Any representative may make a speech in a language other than the official 

languages. In this case he shall himself provide for interpretation into one of 

the working languages. Interpretation into the other working languages by the 

interpr~ters of the Secretariat may be based on the interpretation given in the 

first working language. 

Summary records 

Rule 55 

Summary records of the plenary meetings of the Conference and of the meetings 

of the Main Committees of the Conference shall be kept by the Secretariat. Jhey 

shall })e sent as .soon as possible to all representatives, who shall inform th·e ·· ·· 

s.ecretari~t within five working days after the circulation of the summary record 

of any changes they wish to have made. 
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Language of documents and summary records 
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Important documents of the Conference shall be made available in the official 

l anguages of the Conference . Other documents and summary records shall be made 

availabl e in the working languages of the Conference. 

CHAPTER IX 

PUBLIC AND PRIVATE MEETINGS 

Plenary meetings and meetings of committees and sub-committees 

Rule 57 

The plenary meetings of the Conference and the meetings of committees and 

sub-committees shall be held in public unless the body concerned decides otherwise . 

Meetings of working gr oups 

Rule 58 

Meetings of a working group shall be held in private unless the body concerned 

decides otherwise . 

Commun;gues to the Press 

Rule 59 

At the close of any private meeting a communique may be issued to the Press 

through the Executive Secretary. 
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CHAPTER X 

OBSERVERS 

Observers for specialized agencies 

Rule 60 

L Observers for the competent specialized agenci.es 8.nd the Internatione.l 

.Atomic Energy Agency may participate, vrithout the right to vote} in the 

deliberations of the Conference and its Main Committees, upon the invitation o·? 

the P::.:•3sident or Chairman, as the case may be; on. questions vrithin the scope of 

their activities. 

2. Written statements of such agencies shall be distributed by the 

Secretariat to the delegations at the Conference.
